The lens through which we view
life makes a difference. It also
determines who we choose to
learn from and what we allow to
shape our thoughts and feelings.
For many, life is simply what it
appears to be, a given that either
through evolution or some other
means just came to be.

WHAT IS A TRANSITIONAL

DEACON?

There are two types of deacons in the church.

Both are members of the clergy. Both have the
same liturgical role. Both have the service of the
community as their primary work. One is called a
permanent deacon, usually a married man ordained
as a deacon with no intention of becoming a priest.
They preach, baptize, witness marriages, conduct
funeral services, and look after the needs of the
poor. They also visit the sick and take Communion
to them, although they cannot celebrate the
sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick. They might
also assist the pastor in his administrative duties.
Permanent deacons are usually well known and
respected in their communities and have roots
there.

A transitional deacon is one who functions as a
deacon for a period of time prior to ordination as a
priest. His diaconate assignment serves as a kind of
internship of ordained ministry. During his year or
two as a deacon, he will learn the practical aspects
of parish life, getting a firsthand look at the life

of a priest. His work has a different focus than a
permanent deacon in that he is looking forward to
ordination as a priest.

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STATEMENT OF CARDINAL BLASE CUPICH ON TRADITIONIS CUSTODES

| amn grateful to Pope Franck for issuing on July 18, 2021, an apostolic letter entitled Traditionis
Custodes ("Guardians of the Tradition"). His letter gives directions about the use of the liturgical
forms prior to the reforms of 1870, that s, the use of the Roman Missal published under the
auspices of Pope St. John XXl in 1962. In doing so, Pope Francis folows a trajectory from
Fope St. John Paul Il throuch Pope Benedict XV and into his own pontificate with regard to the
use of this earlier Missal. Hs concemn is the unity of the Church. Very proparly, by antrusting

the implementation of his directives to local diocesan bishops, he restores the principle that the
bishop is the chief liturgist ir the diocese.

In response to the latter | will take time to study, reflect and consult with others on it and in due
time offer a pathway for impementing what the Holy Father has asked us to do, keeping in mind
the principle of unity and the ability to appropriately authorize the use of the Missal of 1962, In
the meanwhile, current pracices with regard to the 1962 Missal remain in place.

Dear Sisters and Brothers,

In Chicago, in the metro area, and even more widely across our nation, we face a
profoundly painful moment in our life together. So many families are grieving the loss of loved
ones to violence, and those loved ones include babies and small children. The grief is
compounded by the senselessness of the loss. Fear accompanies many of us as we go about
our daily lives. We are afraid of becoming a victim of gun violence, or a carjacking, or an
assault. And we are afraid not only for ourselves but also for the people we care for.

As we recover from the pandemic and embrace a more familiar way of life, the comfort
of normalcy we had hoped for is being spoiled by a menacing violence that threatens all of us.

Understandably, we want this horrifying situation resolved without delay. Government
leaders and community activists have offered many ideas, for example: more effective policing,
reforming the criminal justice system, stemming the flood of illegal guns, dismantling gangs,
investment in historically disadvantaged neighborhoods, strengthening education and shoring
up family life. | cannot claim special expertise in all these matters. But as a pastor, | can point
to the underlying spiritual crisis that this violent and unstable situation has provoked.

When violence prompts grief, fear, and a loss of hope, as it always does, people feel
alienated from one another. On one level, the fractures appear to be along the lines of race,
ethnicity, economic class, and political affiliation. But it runs much deeper than that. We seem
unable or unwilling to comprehend that we are inextricably connected with each other. Yet we
truly are fratelfi tutti, as Pope Francis put it — all brothers and sisters to each other. If we lose
that sense of interconnectedness, we also lose our sense of compassion, empathy and
responsibility for each other. And that counts as an incalculable spiritual loss, with profound
consequences for how we live together as neighbors, as members of the same human family.
In this light, | recall the prophetic words of Dr. Martin Luther King in 1964: “We must learn to live
together as brothers [and sisters] or perish together as fools.” (St. Louis, March 22, 1964)

The challenge, especially for believers, rests at the very center of the Church’s identity.
At the beginning of the Second Vatican Council's Constitution on the Church, we see powerful
and defining words: the Church is in the manner of a sacrament, that is, an effective signh of the
unity of all humanity in God. If we, the people of God, are to remain faithful to our identity and
