BIBLICAL ROOTS OF THE TRINITY

Today's readings show some biblical roots of what Christians
would later call the Trinity. Proverbs showcases the role of Wisdom
in the work of creation, portrayed as a reality outside of God
but integrated into God's work of forming the heavens and the
earth. We join the psalmist in sharing Wisdom'’s delight in God’s
handiwork: “O Lord, our God, how wonderful your name in all the
earth” (Psalm 8:2). In his letter fo the Romans, Paul writes of peace
with God through Jesus, and the love of God received through the
Holy Spirit, distinguishing God, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit while also
displaying their abiding unity. Finally, in the farewell discourse from
John's Gospel, Jesus—who had earlier spoken of himself as Son of
the Father—promises his friends that they will receive the Spirit of
truth that will teach and guide them after his departure.

Have you ever had a job for which you didn’t
feel qualified? | think we all have, whether it
was a paying gig or not. A lot of us parents
often feel in awe of the magnitude of that role
and lose sleep worrying that we made the
wrong decision in one situation or a bad call in
another. Some of us feel intimidated by what
our communities need from us, on the parish
level or in our personal relationships. Or maybe
we are simply dreading a task that seems

too big, too overwhelming — that necessary
basement cleanout, or the weekly organization
of family schedules.

When we don't feel qualified, we don’t want
to do the work. We get stuck in our own fear.
That's the birthplace of procrastination, self-
doubt and bitterness. When we look inward at
our own abilities, we can only see all the traits

Why is the Church against stem
cell research, especially if it
offers the possibility of cures for
diseases like Alzheimer’s and
Parkinson’s?

Like so many issues, the truth about stem cell
research is more complicated than a few sound
bites and vague promises of cures. For the
Church, the problem is with embryonic stem cell
research, not the research itself. The destruction
of human life, even for a seemingly noble cause,
is never acceptable. The ends cannot justify the
means. Stem cells can be obtained in other ways,
including from the placenta as well as from adults.
So research is possible without the destruction of
other life.

On the other hand, stem cell research shows much
promise, but no concrete results. Some scientists
also dispute what diseases might be cured by

new discoveries. The research is still in its early
stages. The question for our country is whether

we should invest a lot of money in research now,
looking for cures that will probably remain out of
reach for most people, or should we invest that

that aren't there. The intelligence, the dexterity,
the ambition — whatever it is we lack, we get
stuck on it.

I've got good news and bad news. I'll start with
the bad news: none of us are qualified for the
call of discipleship. We simply aren't. We don't
have the love or grace or strength to get the
job done.

Now I'll give you the good news: God knows
this, and He doesn't care. Stewardship does not
insist that we possess every good quality — no,
as a way of life, stewardship recognizes that we
lack so many qualities. But it shows us where to
find the love and grace and strength we need.
Stewardship does not demand that we know
every answer; it merely reminds us who to ask
when we don't.

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Statement of Cardinal Blase J. Cupich, archbishop of Chicago,
on the massacre of children in Uvalde, Texas
May 24, 2022

Today, a gunman walked into a grade school in Uvalde, TX, and slaughtered at least 18 children
and two adults— in addition to shooting his grandmother. Authorities say the suspect is dead. He
was 18 years old.

The parents were told, “Please do not pick up students at this time. Students need to be accounted
for before they are released to your care.” Imagine being a parent with a child in that school.
Imagine having to bury them.

Parents now face a delay in identifying the victims—such was the extent of the damage done to
these children’s bodies by the killer's weapons.

The NRA has its annual meeting on Friday in Houston, about 300 miles east of the massacre, less
than a year after the TX governor signed into law a bill that allows people without license or training
to carry handguns.

We don't yet know whether the Uvalde gunman took advantage of “permitless carry,” but we do
know that America is awash in guns. We have more firearms than people.

It was not always this way. But more Americans died from gun violence in 2020 than during any
other year on record: more than 45,000. That was a 25% increase from 2015, and a 43% increase
from 2010.

Mass shootings have become a daily reality in America today. Two people died and 7 were injured
last week during a mass shooting just down the streef from Holy Name Cathedral. Last weekend in
Chicago, 28 people were shot.

The size of the crisis, and its sheer horror, make it all too easy to toss up one’s hands and declare:
Nothing can be done. But that is the counsel of despair, and we are a people of hope. What do we
hope for our children?

That as a regular feature of their schooling, they learn how to behave should a shooter attack? That
they feel endangered by simply doing what society says is good for them—going to school2 That
they come to wonder whether they even have futures at all?

Tonight our airwaves will fill with pundits who offer predictable lamentations and warnings and tut-
tuts and thoughts and prayers. And we must pray—for the victims, their loved ones, for the parents
who will send their kids off fo school tomorrow.

We must weep and soak in the grief that comes with the knowledge that these children of God
were cut down by a man who was just a few years their senior. But then we must steel ourselves to
act in the face of what seems like insurmountable despair.

We know that gun safety measures make a difference. A 2021 Northwestern Medicine study found
that the Federal Assault Weapons Ban prevented 10 mass shootings during the 10 years it was in
effect.

Researchers also defermined that if the ban had remained in place in the years since it was
allowed to expire, it could have prevented another 30 public mass shootings that killed 339 people
and injured 1139 more.
