A DEEP CHANGE OF HEART
When John proclaimed a baptism of repentance, as 
today’s Gospel relates, he called people to a deep change 
of heart. For John the Baptist, repentance was not simply 
regret for past failings, but a commitment to orient life 
around God’s desires and purposes. What might living in 
alignment with God’s desires look like? Our readings offer 
some clues. Baruch indicates that when mercy and justice 
are embraced like a royal garment, we may see the fruits of 
repentance. Paul notes how the Holy Spirit has been active 
within the church in Philippi, forming them to live in a loving 
and united community of faith, so they may witness to the 
love of God. And John himself suggests that a repentant 
heart clears a path for God to enter, leveling the mountains 
and valleys of our resistance, so that God might dwell within.

we do not know when our time will come to stand 
before Our Lord, therefore, we must be vigilant 
and ready at all times. It is fitting that the Scriptures 
speak of being prepared. And the readings of the 
past Sunday depict just that. Actually, the readings 
depict being ready and/or prepared in two ways.

Since the First Sunday of Advent is the beginning 
of a new liturgical year in the Church, it also tells 
us to be prepared for the Birth of Jesus and also 
for the Second Coming of Christ. And the most 
important way we can do both is to be prepared 
SPIRITUALLY. Think about it. We know that Christ will 
come again, we just don’t know when that is to 
be. So as we begin our Advent time in anticipation 
of celebrating the anniversary of Christ’s birth, we 
also wait in joyful hope for the coming of our Savior, 
whenever that might be.

Each year as we celebrate the First Sunday of Advent, 
we take time to examine the Paschal Mystery. The 
Paschal Mystery refers to Christ’s passion, death, 
resurrection, and glorious Ascension, the means 
by which He accomplished our salvation. And 
while we might sometimes think of this as a history 
lesson, think about this as an opportunity to look 
more deeply into all that Jesus did and taught. Not 
just the words of the Epistles and Gospels, but all 
He has done and continues to do in order for us 
to obtain Eternal Salvation, here and now in 2021. 
We should always remember the words; “FOR BY 
DYING, HE DESTROYED OUR DEATH, AND BY RISING, 
HE RESTORED OUR LIFE”. So let’s all spend the next 
four weeks not only preparing ourselves for the Birth 
of Our Savior, but also in anticipation of His Second 
Coming.

Good morning to all and I hope everyone had 
a restful and thankful Thanksgiving with family 
and friends. I continue to say how we should be 
so thankful for all the blessings Our Lord has put 
in our lives. Some might say; “Deacon John, the 
past 18 months have been challenging physically, 
financially and emotionally”. And I will certainly 
agree, for I endured all of the above and know the 
toll it took on me. But I also feel like I was able to 
grow spiritually during those times of difficulty. And 
while I believe that many of the challenges are 
temporary, the long term effect of spiritual growth 
will have ever-lasting significance. 

Today’s DC is based on the homily I gave this past 
weekend which, you recall, was the First Sunday of 
Advent. The two readings (Epistles) and the Gospel 
reading from Lk 21: 25-28, 34-36 all relate to the 
same theme of expectations and preparation for 
the coming of Our Lord and Savior’s Incarnation, 
better known to us as Christmas.

The first reading from Jeremiah speaks for the Lord, 
telling the Israelites of the days that are coming 
when the Lord will fulfill the promise made to the 
House of Israel and Judah. The promise of bringing 
forth a Savior, born of the House of David. The 
second reading from St. Paul to the Thessalonians 
tells them to conduct themselves in holiness before 
our God and Father. And finally in Luke’s Gospel, 
Jesus describes what it will be like when the Son 
of Man comes with power and glory. He tells His 
disciples to be vigilant at all times. 

Luke’s Gospel is the story that I use in homilies often. 
I say that because when Jesus talks to His disciples, 
He is talking to all of us, for we are all disciples 
of Christ. That is such an important message to 
understand and put into daily practice. You see,
