Testimony

When my grandmother heard the news that my
cousin had fallen from a second-story window, she
immediately went and washed her hair.

Grandma had been sitting alone in her house, listening
to the morning radio when the announcer shared a
news bulletin stating that the previous night, a little
boy with the same name as her grandson, living in the
same community and of the same age, had fallen onto
the pavement from a window on the second floor of
his house. He had been rushed to the hospital but
miraculously survived his injuries.

She thought she was hallucinating and wanted to look
pretty when the “men in white coats” came to take
her away. Thus, the hair-washing.

As it happens, the whole story was true — it was
her grandson, but this was before the age of mobile
phones and had happened so late at night that

his parents had been unable to notify any family
members before the whole thing showed up on the
news.

It wasn't until my grandmother received a phone call
from another relative corrocborating the story that she
realized it hadn’t been a figment of her imagination.
What a waste of styled hair, no hospital committal for
her that day.

There are certain truths that we cannot accept unless
they are supported by the testimony of others. We
find them to be unbelievable without the reassurance
of another person whispering, “It's okay. | see it, too.”
This is the value of testimony, and the purpose of
John the Baptist and every saint who ever died with
the name of Jesus Christ on their lips. And this is the
sacred duty of all the baptized, to give testimony with
our words and our actions.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
Why do Catholics give the sign of peace
to one another at Mass?

Answer:

The sign of peace is a part of the Mass that
takes place immediately after we offer the
Lord’s Prayer. Inspired by the Jesus' words
to his first followers, we stand together in a
spirit of communion to pray as Jesus taught
us: “Qur Father who art in heaven...” In this
prayer, we call for the coming of God'’s
kingdom in all its fullness and ask that God
provides for our needs — “Give us, this day,
our daily bread” — to forgive our sins and to
bring us to the joy of heaven.

It is almost natural, then, that the rite of
peace would follow. As the celebrant prays
that Christ's peace will fill our hearts, our
communities, the Church, and the whole
world, we extend to those around us a sign
of peace (usually a hug or a handshake)

as a symbol of the communion that we
experience now and will experience forever
in the fullness of the reign of God.

We are also reminded of Jesus’ teachings
that if we are at prayer and remember that
a brother or sister is holding something
against us, then we are to go and seek
reconciliation with them before we continue
our prayer (see Matthew 5:23). And so, the
sign of peace also reminds us of the need
to truly be in communion — united in love
and peace — with God and one another
before we approach the altar to receive the
Eucharist.

So, the next time you're at Mass and the
time comes for the sign of peace, remember
that this is a moment to celebrate the gift of
Christ's peace that each of us has received
from God and to pass that peace along to
those around us. We need this moment to
practice, because this is also the same peace
of Christ that we are instructed to carry out
into the world at the end of Mass when the
priest or deacon says to us, “Go, in peace,
glorifying the Lord by your life.”

A message from the Cardinal

Dear Friends in Christ,

The lllinois legislature abandoned nearly 10,000 children attending Catholic and other non-public

schools this week by failing to renew the Invest in Kids scholarship program. Since 2017, Invest in Kids has
empowered low-income families to choose the school that best meets their child’s needs, providing them
the same options more affluent families have.

For more than 175 years, Catholic schools in the Archdiocese of Chicago have provided students a high-
quality, faith-based education that prepares them to lead, not just within our Church but in the broader,
global community. Catholic schools have educated millions of Chicago area children of all faiths and
none during that time.

During the past few years, thanks in large part to the Invest in Kids scholarship program and thousands of
generous donors who confributed to the program, we were able to educate even more students who
flourished academically. During the pandemic, because our schools made the bold choice to reopen
safely, our students continued to grow academically. Many other schools were closed fo in-person
instruction and students in them through no fault of their own, lost ground academically. How have lllinois’
elected officials now responded to our students’ academic success and to our schools’ leadership and
service during the pandemic? By pulling the rug from underneath thousands of needy families.

Unfortunately, lllinois’ lawmakers ignored both the wishes of their constituents and their responsibilities to
the struggling families of this state. Their failure now puts thousands of children at risk of losing the ability fo
stay in the school that best meets their needs.

This is a cruel and devastating outcome that will have far-reaching repercussions. Students will lose the
scholarships that allowed them to attend our schools, those nearing graduation may not be able o
graduate with classmates who have befriended them in these years, and families may no longer be able
to choose the school that is best for their child.

| share my shock and disappointment at this situation with thousands of students, parents, educators, and
other caring citizens throughout lllinois. However, our Catholic Schools, our other partner schools and the
broader Catholic community will not be deterred by our elected officials’ inaction and will contfinue to
advocate on behalf of families in need. Over our 175 year history we have supported, to the best of our
abilities, families in need who want to enroll their children in the school that best fits their needs. We will
continue to walk with these families, regardless of their faith tradition, trusting in the support of our families
and our generous donors. We take pride in the excellent Catholic schools in our archdiocese, and in our
solid record of giving students, particularly those living in poverty, a chance to succeed in the future.

One of the most important decision parents make for their children is where they are going to send their
children to school. Making that decision should not be denied to families in need. | ask all people of good
will, particularly those who have been educated in our schools, to join me in the fight fo provide the life-
long advantage of a Catholic education to every family in need.

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My dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

Whenever I celebrate the sacrament of confirmation,
I meet before Mass with the confirmation candidates to
explain some of the many symbols that we use in the
Church, such as the sacred chrism with which they will
be anointed and by which they will be sealed with the
gift of the Holy Spirit. I ask them if they have ever seen
a spirit. Of course, they say no, you cannot see a spirit.
I then point out that there are many things that you
cannot see that are quite real, like the air we breathe.
If there were no air in the room, we would be chok-
ing or suffocating from asphyxiation (lack of oxygen).
I also ask them if they have ever seen wi-fi. No, comes
the answer again. So how do you know if there is wi-fi
in the room? Well, if you have internet access on your
computer, you must have a wi-fi connection. But there
might also be bars on your phone or computer that
indicate whether wi-fi is present and how strong the
connection is. I tell them that those bars are symbols,
telhng us that something is present that we cannot see.

Since we cannot see the Holy Spirit, God also uses
symbols to tell us when His Holy Spmt is present, but

that symbol is not always the same. When Jesus was

baptized by John the Baptist in the Jordan River, the
Gospel tells us that the Spirit of God descended upon
Jesus like a dove (Matthew 3:16). In the description of
Pentecost in the Acts of the Apostles, we are told that
the Holy Spirit appeared to the disciples as tongues of
fire, which came to rest on each one of them (Acts 2:3).
Jesus is known as the Christ, which comes from the
Greek word that means the one anointed by God’s Holy
