GOSPEL MEDITATION

A middle-aged woman sat on the couch in my parish office and
recounted to me a shocking list of terrible calamities in her life:
addictions, terminal illnesses, financial loss, broken relationships,
and so on. She smiled as she did so. “Please forgive me,” | asked,
"but you seem to be smiling as you share this.” She said, “Father
John, | am totally overwhelmed. But I'm smiling because | just
can't wait to see what good things God does with this mess.” She
expected God would manifest His glory when she most needed it.

This week in the Gospel, God speaks from heaven for the third
and final fime in Jesus’ earthly ministry. It's at a tough moment.
Gentiles seek Jesus, who announces his terrible suffering, and then
boldly prays, “Father, glorify your name!” John then writes: Then
a voice came from heaven, "I have glorified it and will glorify it
again.” Was the task of drawing the whole non-Jewish world to
himself overwhelming? Or was it the terrible specter of crucifixion?
Whatever it was, the crushing weight triggers his turning fo the
Father with an unshakeable expectation of divine glory to burst
through. And indeed, it did on Easter Sunday. In our burdens, our
greatest strength is o turn to God and boldly ask Him for His glory.

Lenten challenge: This week, | invite you to list out everything
which is a burden to you. Write it down. Then add these
words: “Father, glorify Your name in all these things!” Put that
paper in your pocket or purse when you come to Holy Week
liturgies next week. You might smile at the most unlikely times.

| write my phone number on my kids' arms when we
go into large crowds at summer festivals, in case we
get separated. If you think this makes me sound like a
neurotic person with an overactive imagination who
watches too many true crime documentaries, you
would be correct. | am all of those things.

However, | am also practical, and I've endured
moments of panic after looking up and briefly not
being able to locate a child who has wandered off or
lagged behind. The phone number, scrawled across
their sunscreen-streaked skin, is a safeguard, however
insignificant. It's something they can hold up to show
an adult, something they can point to and say, “This is
where | need to be. Help me get here.”

When | reflect on my own life, it occurs to me that |
was born lost. We all were. It was only in Eden that a
human being ever knew what it was to be at home.
In Eden, | would imagine, the feeling of safety was so
natural that it was only noticed after it was gone. But
original sin came like a noisy crowd to bear us away
from the place we needed to be, and since that time,
our human lives have played out against a backdrop
of insecurity and unfamiliarity. We are cold and alone
and confused. And God, our heartbroken parent,
never stops seeking us, never stops calling our names.

Baptism, the etching of God'’s law onto our heart and
soul, is not a phone number written on our arms. It's
something far better — it's a homing signal, planted
deep within. And it will lead us back to where we
need to be.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
Why do parishes have the Blessed
Sacrament in a separate room?

Answer:

While many Catholics of a certain age
have memories of the Blessed Sacrament
being housed in the tabernacle on the high
altar of the church, many parishes in the
decades since the Second Vatican Council
have chosen to build a separate space — a
reservation chapel — where the Blessed
Sacrament is kept. Although this practice
is not universal, it is in keeping with the
guidance offered by the US Bishops in their
document Built of Living Stones (see nos
77-78). The goal is to create a space that

is separated from the nave and sanctuary,
but which is “integrally connected with

the church” which can foster “reverence
and can provide the quiet and focus
needed for personal prayer.” This can be
especially important for communities that
have continuous eucharistic adoration,
allowing people to come and pray in a
space separate from the normal activities of
parish life.

The practice of reserving the Eucharist

in a separate space — or in a dignified
location away from the altar where Mass
is celebrated — is that it emphasizes the
importance of the liturgy itself, which is
the “source and summit” of the life of the
Church.

As with many things in the Church, the
practice of placing the tabernacle in the
sanctuary or in a separate chapel is not
universal (as can be seen in visits to historic
churches in Rome and other places). The
important thing is that as communities
question where to place the tabernacle,
they listen to the voice of the Church,
explore the ancient and varied liturgical
tradition of the Church, consider the needs
and life of the community, and also take
into account the architecture and limits of
the spaces they might already have.

In the 1880s, Pope Leo XIII had
just finished celebrating Mass when
he stopped dead in his tracks and
saw something that shook him to
the core: A vision of demonic spir-
its, gathering on Rome, came alive
before him. A further account says
the pope also heard two voices, that
of God and of Satan. Satan boasted
to God that he could “destroy the
church” but asked God for 100
years and more power to do sc
responded, permitting it. After u »

vision, with a pale and fearful look,
Pope Leo XIII immediately com-
posed the Prayer to St. Michael the
Archangel and decreed that it be said
after Masses throughout the world.

Some say the century Satan was
allowed to unleash evil and “destroy
the church” was 1900-2000. While
evil has been prevalent in every cen-
tury in human history, the evidence it
was those 100 years is profound: two
world wars, the holocaust, terrorism,
the rise of communism, the legaliza-
tion of abortion, the destruction of
the traditional family, higher divorce,
more and more people rejecting the
faith, new technology driving wedges
and promoting immortality, the rise
of contraception, the sexual revolu-
tion and the sex abuse scandal inside
the church, and the list goes on.

St. Michael is a protector, a defender,
and through the power of God, can

give us the armor needed to de-
fend ourselves from evil. It's why
we ask in the prayer for him to
“defend us in battle and be our
protection against the wickedness
and snares of the devil.”

During a time where right has be-
come wrong and wrong has become
right and our culture is more and
more consumed with itself, money,
fame and popularity, it can be dif-
ficult to stay on the path of holiness
and righteousness. It's why Bishop
Thomas John Paprocki encourages
parishes across the diocese to recite

the Prayer to St. Michael the Archangel
after Mass, something that dates to
the welcoming Masses the bishop
celebrated in each of the deaneries of
our diocese in September 2010.
“Original sin is our inherited con-
dition not as some sort of communi-
cable disease, but it affects us more
like beneficiaries of an estate whose
ancestors squandered a fortune,”
Bishop Paprocki said. “We have
to live with the fact that the spiritual

treasures
of paradise
were forfeited by our hu-

man ancestors. While Christ's death
and resurrection have restored the
gifts of heavenly treasures for us,
we also have to recognize that the
devil, Satan, is real, and he will do
everything in his power to deflect us
from our goal, which is eternal life
on high with Christ in his kingdom.
This reality should neither frighten
us nor lead us to despair, for Christ
is more powerful than Satan. Christ
indeed has conquered sin and death.
That is why it is good to remember

the Prayer to St. Michael the Archan
which used to be prayed after
Mass and which we could stilpray

beneficially for our spiritual well-
being.”

The prayer is powerful. It's need-
ed. It's militant. Battling evil is a dai-
ly war. Praying to St. Michael for his
intercession and protection can beef
up our shield now so we can one day
be with God and all the other angels
and saints in heaven for eternity. ¢
