GOSPEL MEDITATION

A few months before they married, my ftwenty-three-year-old
sister and her fiancé planned a cross-country road trip to visit his
family. My parents fold them that they could only go if they slept in
separate hotelrooms, offering to foot the bill. It might sound prudish,
but my parents wanted the young couple to understand that their
approaching unity was close, but not yet. Patience solidifies love.

What could this possibly have to do with Palm Sunday? It's usually
overlooked, but the Gospels tell us that, after entering Jerusalem,
Jesus “looked around ... and since it was late, went out fo Bethany
with the twelve” (Mk 11:11) for the night. Who cares¢ Why include
this detail2 Jews in those days believed that the new Davidic
King would one day re-enter and “marry” the city. A new future
marked by fidelity would begin for God's people. Israel's God
would be in union with His people forever. Without over-sexualizing
the metaphor, perhaps Jesus refused to sleep in Jerusalem to
remind us of his marital purpose. He was entering Jerusalem as
the bridegroom-king. It was almost time, but not yet. Soon he will
sleep in Jerusalem in the tomb and then something new will begin:
his one body, his Church.

Lenten challenge: This Holy Week, | challenge you to keep this
image in your mind all the way unfil Easter Sunday: Jesus is the
faithful bridegroom who patiently prepares his bride for their new
life together. Go to the Good Friday liturgy and kiss the cross. When
you do, let that gesture be the long-awaited “l do” to our faithful
God, who always waits for us.

The Whole Story

The Bible is a strange book.

It's one of the only books that most people never
read in its entirety, even those who claim it as one

of their favorites. It's also one of the only books that
we feel comfortable chopping up and sectioning out.
There's nothing wrong with that, really, until people
start making wholesale judgments of divine revelation
based on one tiny part of it. You can’'t base your belief
system on a few lines from Leviticus and ignore the
Gospels, just like you can’t embrace the teachings

of Jesus and ignore the Old Testament. You need to
accept the whole story, in its entirety, or none of it
means anything.

But it's hard, because accepting the whole story
means patience. It means critical thinking. It requires
endurance. It's easier just to throw a line from
Leviticus at a problem and be done with it.

Holy Week reminds us that salvation history is a
tapestry, not a collection of threads. As beautiful as
the individual stitches might be, you won't appreciate
the message unless you back up and look at the
complete product. If we didn't have the whole story,
Holy Thursday and Good Friday would be neither holy
nor good. And without Holy Week, Easter morning
means nothing — it's just a guy waking up.

How often in life do we find ocurselves confused to the
point of hopelessness, unable to make sense of it all?
Overwhelmed by the pain and suffering that exists

in this world, and for seemingly no reason. Some of
us become so frustrated we throw up our hands and
despair.

We need Easter. We need the whole story. We need to
be patient.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:

Do Catholics always need to receive
communion in wafer form, or can it be
different kinds of bread?

Answer:

In the Roman Rite of the Catholic Church,
the most common form for the eucharistic
bread is the small white communion “wafer”
that is a ubiquitous part of the Catholic
Mass. The instructions of the Church have
been very specific regarding the make-up
of the bread used in the Mass: “The bread
used in the celebration of the Most Holy
Eucharistic Sacrifice must be unleavened,
purely of wheat, and recently made ... it
follows therefore that bread made from
another substance, even if it is grain,

or if it is mixed with another substance
different from wheat to such an extent
that it would not commonly be considered
wheat bread, does not constitute valid
matter for confecting the Sacrifice and the
Eucharistic Sacrament” (see Redemptionis
Sacramentum by the Congregation for
Divine Worship and the Discipline of the
Sacraments, no. 48).

The Church's tradition of using a wheat-
based bread is based on the bread that
Jesus would have used at the Last Supper
and is considered to be an essential part
of the “matter” of the Sacrament of the
Eucharist.

As we consider the question of whether

a “wafer” — which is properly called a
“host” — should be used, we also must
keep in mind that in the Eastern Rites of
the Catholic Church, leavened (i.e. “raised™)
bread is more often used. And so, while the
thin, white “wafer” is most commonly used
in the Roman Rite of the Church, the full
expression of the Catholic tradition does
allow for a more substantial form of bread
to be used, but the tradition of using a
simple wheat bread with no other additions
or additives is considered essential.

In the 1880s, Pope Leo XIII had
just finished celebrating Mass when
he stopped dead in his tracks and
saw something that shook him to
the core: A vision of demonic spir-
its, gathering on Rome, came alive
before him. A further account says
the pope also heard two voices, that
of God and of Satan. Satan boasted
to God that he could “destroy the
church” but asked God for 100
years and more power to do sc
responded, permitting it. After u »

vision, with a pale and fearful look,
Pope Leo XIII immediately com-
posed the Prayer to St. Michael the
Archangel and decreed that it be said
after Masses throughout the world.

Some say the century Satan was
allowed to unleash evil and “destroy
the church” was 1900-2000. While
evil has been prevalent in every cen-
tury in human history, the evidence it
was those 100 years is profound: two
world wars, the holocaust, terrorism,
the rise of communism, the legaliza-
tion of abortion, the destruction of
the traditional family, higher divorce,
more and more people rejecting the
faith, new technology driving wedges
and promoting immortality, the rise
of contraception, the sexual revolu-
tion and the sex abuse scandal inside
the church, and the list goes on.

St. Michael is a protector, a defender,
and through the power of God, can

give us the armor needed to de-
fend ourselves from evil. It's why
we ask in the prayer for him to
“defend us in battle and be our
protection against the wickedness
and snares of the devil.”

During a time where right has be-
come wrong and wrong has become
right and our culture is more and
more consumed with itself, money,
fame and popularity, it can be dif-
ficult to stay on the path of holiness
and righteousness. It's why Bishop
Thomas John Paprocki encourages
parishes across the diocese to recite

the Prayer to St. Michael the Archangel
after Mass, something that dates to
the welcoming Masses the bishop
celebrated in each of the deaneries of
our diocese in September 2010.
“Original sin is our inherited con-
dition not as some sort of communi-
cable disease, but it affects us more
like beneficiaries of an estate whose
ancestors squandered a fortune,”
Bishop Paprocki said. “We have
to live with the fact that the spiritual

treasures
of paradise
were forfeited by our hu-

man ancestors. While Christ's death
and resurrection have restored the
gifts of heavenly treasures for us,
we also have to recognize that the
devil, Satan, is real, and he will do
everything in his power to deflect us
from our goal, which is eternal life
on high with Christ in his kingdom.
This reality should neither frighten
us nor lead us to despair, for Christ
is more powerful than Satan. Christ
indeed has conquered sin and death.
That is why it is good to remember

the Prayer to St. Michael the Archan
which used to be prayed after
Mass and which we could stilpray

beneficially for our spiritual well-
being.”

The prayer is powerful. It's need-
ed. It's militant. Battling evil is a dai-
ly war. Praying to St. Michael for his
intercession and protection can beef
up our shield now so we can one day
be with God and all the other angels
and saints in heaven for eternity. ¢
