TOTAL ALLEGIANCE

In previous weeks we have seen how the theme of
covenant—as a preparation for the baptismal covenant
celebrated at Easter—occupies an important place in
our cycle of Lenten readings. The nofion of covenant
as a relationship between two parties carries with it an
expectation of mutual accountability and fidelity to the
terms of the covenant. When God forged the covenant
with the Jewish people on Mt. Sinai, it was a pledge of God's
protection, and it would forever permit them familiar access
as the Chosen People. For their part, the Jewish people
were to observe the dictates of the law, summarized most
succinctly here in the form of the Ten Commandments. To
be in a covenantal relationship with the Lord God requires
an exclusive relatfionship, just as discipleship with Jesus—
ritualized in baptism—demands a total allegiance to him
and none other. copyright (c) J. S. Paluch Co., Inc.

A, bout five years ago, a good friend sent me an
email that was titled; “The last wishes of Alexander
the Great”. (thanks Pete). | read it a number of fimes
since receiving it and feel it is worthy of sharing again as
we go on with our lives. | will paraphrase it a bit but will sfill
get the point across. So here we go!

On his deathbed, Alexander the Great summoned
his army generals and told them his three ultimate
wishes:

The best doctors should carry his coffin...

The wealth he has accumulated (money, gold,
precious stones) should be scattered along the
procession to the cemetery...

His hands should be let loose, so they hang oufside
the coffin for all to seel

One of his generals who was surprised by these
unusual requests asked Alexander to explain. Here is
what Alexander the Great had to say:

“I want the best doctors to carry my coffin to show
that in the face of death, even the best doctors in
the world have no power to heal”

“I want the road covered with my ftreasure so
everyone sees that material wealth acquired while
on earth, will stay on earth”

“I want my hands to swing in the wind, so that people
understand that we come into this world empty
handed and we leave this world empty handed
after the most precious freasure of all is exhausted
and that is TIME"

How frue the above statements are! So many times
we hear the expression; “you can't take it with you”
obviously referring to the material wealth we have
accumulated while here on earth. And thinking about
this, it doesn't mean you have to be rich with *money,

gold, precious stones” as Alexander referred to, for the
wealth we accumulate is so much more than the material
accumulation here on earth. A long life on earth means
we have good health. A good and lasting relationship
with family and friends means we have many blessings.
And yet, while we work very hard, at least | am sure most
of us do, to accomplish these parts of our lives, we should
understand that TIME is our most precious freasure. You
might ask; “*Deacon John, why is fime our most precious
freasure?2” Mainly because our TIME is limited, not by our
own hand, but by the Will of God. We have no way of
knowing how much TIME we have left before our journey
on earth is completed. If we did, perhaps we would live
our lives a bit differently2 | know | would, how about you?

You see, we can always produce more of everything
that we deem important in our lives with the exception of
one thing, we cannot produce more TIME. When we give
someone our TIME, we actually give them a portion of
our life that we will never get back. OUR TIME IS OUR LIFE!

So the next fime you get angry with someone or have a
disagreement over something that is trivial or walk away
from a discussion leaving it unresolved, take a step back
and consider that the TIME you spend in those moments
will never be replaced. Too often, as | know | do, we take
TIME for granted. | remember Pope Francis said when he
married twenty couples at the Vatican some time ago,
“don’'t ever go to bed angry at your spouse”. How frue
this is and it is great message to carry out through our
entire lives relating to every relationship we have, not just
our spouse.

| am working diligently fo change my own life to
understand that the best present | can give to my family
and friends is my TIME. And | pray for all of us that God,
our Father, will give us plenty of TIME fo share with all.
