Deacon’s Corner

Today, Easter Sunday, is the only time I get to use that 
expression all year long. And how saying it brings me so 
much joy and happiness, for I know when I use it, it is 

referring to the Glorious Resurrection of Our Lord and Savior, 
Jesus Christ. What a glorious time it is for all Catholics to 
celebrate Easter Sunday, the day brings to an end this Lenten 
Season.
But it is truly not an end, it is a beginning for all of us. A 
beginning that began a little over 2,000 years ago and will 
not culminate until Jesus comes the second time. And while 
we do not know when that will be, it is most important to be 
prepared at all times. Not just by attending Mass, especially 
not just on Christmas and Easter, or even every Sunday. We 
must be prepared for the second coming of Jesus Christ 24/7. 
And while I know we try to do our best, society is filled with so 
many distractions to keep us from being in the State of Grace 
at all times.

Jesus knows that too. That is why He suffered a horrible death 
on the Cross, only to rise again on the third day. And why did 
He do that? SO OUR SINS MAY BE FORGIVEN, and while we 
know that is true, I don’t believe it gives us the freedom to 
continue sinning in the same way just because the Church 
has given us the ability to seek forgiveness in reconciliation. 
We must exhibit some responsibility in trying not to continue 
the same pattern of sinning as we progress in our spiritual 
journey.

So thinking about that idea, let’s go back to the many DCs 
and homilies I wrote and delivered for the past 40 days of 
Lent. If you recall, I wrote and spoke about “making a 
change in our life this Lenten Season that will last forever”. Not 
just giving something up for 40 days, but do something that 
will last well past the end of Lent. I have worked hard every 
Lenten Season to do just that and I have found that I have 
much more peace in my life, especially with my relationship 

with Our Lord. I am sure you recall me referring to the phrase; 
“I want to do something better tomorrow than I did today”. 
And I have applied that theory to my life, not just my spiritual 
life, but my whole life, be it with family, friends, business, etc.

Sometimes it is not so easy to strive to improve on everything 
you do. Why? Because the evil one is there every time you 
turn around. He never sleeps, he never takes a day off, he 
is always trying to steer us off-course, and never in a positive 
way. But if there is anything you ever believe I tell you, know 
that belief in Jesus Christ is always stronger and will always 
overcome Satan, and all we have to do is ask for His help. I 
believe that is the biggest challenge we have to overcome 
in our life, at least it is for me. Think about it. To know that our 
souls can be saved just by asking the Holy Spirit for help in our 
time of need, almost sounds too easy. And trust me, it is that 
easy. 

So as we exit this Lenten Season, as I’ve said before, it is never 
too late to make a change. A change that will benefit us for 
the rest of our lives. And I believe the easiest way to do that 
is to change our focus. MAKE OUR PRIMARY FOCUS JESUS 
CHRIST. The key word here is “primary”. What I mean by that 
is that we don’t have to change the way we live or change 
our job or change our family, all we have to do is make a shift 
in how we think. How we address the challenges of the day, 
the challenges of our job, the challenges of our family and 
always ask yourself; WWJD (WHAT WOULD JESUS DO?) And If 
you do that, I can tell you from experience that your life will be 
more peaceful, happier, holier than it has ever been before. 
Why not give it a try. You have nothing to lose and so much 
to gain.
