That | have been brought
up in a country, in a "community” where my faith is not
suppressed. We are free to “love the Lord thy God and
love our neighbor as ourselves” without any fear of
repercussions. So let’'s take advantage of that. Let's use
our freedom to share our beliefs, not only within our own
“community”, but spread it throughout the world. Do that,
and you will help allay all your fears.
