T he DC on June 23rd was based on the phrase  
“do not be afraid”. Giving that some thought and 

reading numerous comments from you, I decided to 
write about another phrase I believe is just as important. 
It is “do not be discouraged”. These seem to go hand-
in-hand in looking at many writings in the bible. In some 
cases it seems that being “discouraged” brings on “fear”.
