Systemic racism is real, and all Americans play a role in addressing it

It has been a summer of anguish for Black Americans. 5ix months after Breonna Taykor was shot to
death by Louisville police officers in a botched drug raid, the nation i once again seized by grie,
anger and despair over the spectade of another young Black person killed by police — and no one
has been indicted for her killing. After three days of deliberation, a Kentucky grand jury has changed
ane now-former police officer with recklessly endangerng Taylor's neighbors, even though she was
thi cne who ended up dead.

Wi write on bahalf of a group of pastoes that also includes the Rev, [ra ), Acres, senior pastor of
Greater 5t. John Bible Church; the Rev. Chris Harris, pastor of Bright Star Church Chicago; the Rev.
Marshall Hatch, s&nior padior of Mew Mount Plgrem Baptist Church; and the Rev. Ot Moss I, senior
pastor of Trinity United Church of Christ,

fs pastors who minister to Black families, brown families, Asian families ard white famalas, we find
ourselves once again faced with the homifying question: Why does this keep happening, and what can
we do about it? Afler we do our part to bind up the deep psychic wounds of aur parishioners,
neighbars, friends and farmmily members, we are left asking. what now? Pray for peace, march for peace,
work for peace — yes, peace. This is what Christians are supposed to be for, believing as we do in the
Prince of Peace. And who could angue against It? In the face of wanton violence, we are called 1o take
responsibility for building a culture of nanviolence.

But while peace may be neceisany 1o the cause, it is insufficeent, Tor creating a culiure of peace
reguires something that ensures its endurance. That something i what we call justice.

Justice is a complex thing. It takes hard work. I8 requires systems of transparency. vigilance, faimess
and accountability. It needs people who take stock of and resist systems of injustice. One of those is
racism. We have heard from those who claim there is no such thing as systermsc racism. We have been
told that racism & something that perverts the heants of individual worsen and men, and that in the
absence of avowed racists = of which we still have not a small rumber in this country = there can be
rio racist system.

[t can be comforting to people who have never experienced racial prejudice when they reflect on their
livves and canmot identify times when they have behaved in racist ways. Look, soime may say, at the
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strides our sociaty has made since the era of institutionalized slavery. Yes, owr Black brothers and
sisters are no bonger made to use different water fountains, explicitly bamred from “Whites Only” shops,
bought and sold as chattel — all inftances of systemic injustice.

But aur Christian faith demands mane than an adcnosledgment of gains. [f requires that we make an
examination of conscience, not simpdy of our own indevidual consciences, but collectively, 85 & nation
‘We are called to examine our varous sodal and governmental systems and &k whethar they are
baarers of justice or it opposite

We don't need to look back wery far in Chicago’s history to see one of the most notorious examples of
systemic racism: contract buying, the practice of predatory home pricing and sales that undermined
the ability of Black families to accrue wealth as white families could.

WE Canmod turm sy fram the church's awn history, especially when it comes to mono-ethnic and
mana-racal congregations. And we see other ways in which people of color are systermically
disadvantaged wnemployment rates are much higher for people of color, the median wealth of white
pesple is about 10 thmes what it is for Black people; guality and availabiliny of edecsison — by law —
heslth care, transiportatscn, &ven grocery stores are all much worse for Black Americans, These
disparities are not accidental. Thay are the inevitable cutcomes of systems designed through hastility
or neghect to make it harder for Black Americans to flourish, or even 1o survive.

&5 the U5 Conference of Catholec Bshops put it in its recent letter, "Opean Wide Our Hearts”™ "Racism
can anly end il we cantend with the polices and indtiutional Barmers that perpetuate and preserse the
inequality = economic and social = that we still see all around us.”

It's that last part that may be the hardest. Because seeing injustice is but the first step on the road ta
justice Takemg that step means being able o pul asde one’s awn lears and sensitivities semounding
thir issue of racial ingustice. [Y means beng able to see the fears of those who may nat look like us, or
liver rpar us, or be able to afford what we can afford, fo see their aspirations, their desire for safe
neighborhoods, good education. meaningful job cpportunities. it means, i a waord, cultivating

erripathy

For people of faith, it means koolong at one ancther not as compatitors ina cultural cortast, as if the
success of one kind of persan requires the fallure of another. Mo, we are called to look upon ane
another as God looks upon us, & responsibde for one another, as children of the Creatar who
fashioned us in his image, and who wants nothing maore for his family than a life of lasting peace
secured by abiding justice. Or, to put it ancther way, as Pope Paul W did: “If you want peace, work for
justice "
